MISSION:  The Boys & Girls Club of Santa Barbara, Inc. exists to inspire and enable all young people, especially those who need us most, to reach their full potential as productive, caring, responsible citizens.
PURPOSE:  The Boys & Girls Club of Santa Barbara, Inc. is a non-profit organization dedicated to providing local youth with a safe, enjoyable environment in which they can pursue affordable professionally-directed programs designed to encourage educational growth, cultural enrichment, athletic training and character development. Through these programs, we strive to provide our members with the tools they need to become healthy, informed, and responsible citizens of the local community.

HISTORY:  The Boys & Girls Club has a long history in the Santa Barbara Community. The first local Boys Club was opened in Santa Barbara in 1938.  When the Club was first organized, there were only 10 boys as members.
· 1938 - The McKinley Boys’ Club, Inc. opened with only 10 boys as members.

· 1947 – The Boy’s Club moved to our present location at 632 East Canon Perdido St.

· 1985 – An Alumni Association was formed in to help support the Club’s programs.

· 1989 – Club was renamed the Boys & Girls Club of Santa Barbara, Inc. when we joined the national BGCA movement and membership was extended to girls. 

· 1998 – For our 50th anniversary celebration, the Club took part in a Capital Campaign to renovate and expand the Club’s existing facility.

· 2003 – The Alumni Association created their own 501(c)(3) non-profit organization to raise money for their scholarship program and continued support of the Club they grew up in.

FIVE CORE PROGRAM AREAS: Character & Leadership Development; Education & Career Development; Health & Life Skills; The Arts; and Sports, Fitness & Recreation.  

WHO WE SERVE:  Today, the Boys & Girls Club of Santa Barbara serves over 1,200 local youth and their families.  Please see attached sheet for information on demographics.

CLUB MEMBERSHIP:    Members must be between the ages of 6-18 and currently enrolled in school. However, we do offer limited sports programs to children in Pre-K and Kindergarten. 

MEMBERSHIP FEES:  The membership fee is $20 per year (although it costs over $500 per child to provide our programs and services). Sports programs and extended hours during vacations require additional fees and registration. Financial assistance is also available to those who qualify.
